  Last week, all of you school families returning to St. Louise School next year received a red Family Enve-
lope chock full of information regarding the 2010-11 school year, including a cover letter from me. The cover 
letter had a mistake when listing the timeframes for parents and students to attend the first day of school next 
year. Below is the corrected version of page 2 of the cover letter, with the correct 
times for ñPassport Day,ò the first day of school that is different than past years.  
 

 School begins for all students on Tuesday, September 7, the day after Labor Day, 
with a special event called "Passport Day." All of us - veteran St. Louise parents and 
students and newly enrolling ones - will be learning where all the classrooms and 
offices are, due to the opening of our new Main Building and some switching of 
rooms in our current North Wing and Central Wing. So this "Passport Day" will be a 
chance for all parents and students to tour the campus - from the Lavelle Center 
over to the Central Wing up through the North Wing and into the new Main Building 
- and to meet all the faculty and school staff. "Passport Day" on September 7, is not 
like an ordinary first day of school. Instead, every student must have at least one 
parent attending with him/her and is to only be here at their family's designated 

time: 
 

Every family who is 
NEW to St. Louise and their MENTOR family will be 
meeting in the parish hall on September 7, at 8:30. 
Your "Passport Day" experience will last about 90 
minutes, at which time you will go home for the day. 

Every RETURNING school family whose student's 
last name begins with A-K (other than those who 
were Mentor families) are to meet in the parish hall 
on the 7th at 10:30. Your "Passport Day" experience 
will last about 60 minutes, at which time you will go 
home for the day. 

Every RETURNING school family whose student's 
last name begins with L-Z (other than those who 
were Mentor families) are to meet in the parish hall 
on the 7th at 11:30. Your "Passport Day" experience 
will last about 60 minutes, at which time you will go 
home for the day. 
 
The second day of school - Wednesday, September 
8, is a more traditional first day, when most stu-
dents are dropped off in the carpool Iine (except for 
new students), school begins at 8:30 for all stu-
dents, and there is early dismissal at 12 p.m. for all.
